The situations of exposure 
the most frequently met

� Maintenance and repair, functions which contribute directly to the 
production [ex: industrial maintenance (nuclear power, metallurgy, oil & 
chemical industry, car repairs]

� Construction workplaces , which combine lots of functions (demolition, 
renovation, construction & reconstruction) and different kinds of jobs 
(builders, plumbers, electricians…) 

� Cleaning & waste management (ex : cleaning of offices, hospitals or 
planes, radioactive decontamination, chemical waste management)
